The History— Theory — Criticism | Déjiny — teorie — kritika (DTK) journal
is a Diamond Open Access academic peer-reviewed journal' published
by Charles University, Faculty of Humanities,? that does not collect any
fees from authors, readers or any third parties in connection with pub-
lication in any context. It is freely available on the Internet permitting
users to read, download, copy, distribute, print, search, or refer to the full
texts of DTK articles, crawl them for indexing, pass them as data to soft-
ware, or use them for any other lawful purpose, without financial, legal,
or technical barriers other than those inseparable from gaining access to
the Internet itself.

DTK content is available under Creative Commons License, type
Attribution-NonCommercial 4.0 International (BY-NC).3

The publication of DTK is carried out in accordance with Czech
law, namely Press Act No. 46/2000 Coll., Copyright Act No. 121/2000

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Editorial Note

The journal History — Theory — Criticism | Déjiny — teorie — kritika is
open to a plurality of views. All thematically relevant submissions are
considered for publication. Manuscripts can be submitted in English or
Czech. They are reviewed anonymously by two independent reviewers
whose reports are viewed as decisive by the editorial board. If the re-
viewers reach different conclusions regarding the suitability of a given
manuscript for publication, a third reviewer is invited to join the process.
Reviewers recommend whether a manuscript should be published af-
ter minor changes, published after substantial changes, or rejected. The
editorial board informs the authors about the results of the peer-review
process and any suggested amendments as soon as possible.
Manuscripts must be submitted in MS Word (.doc) format. They
should be double-spaced and use the Times New Roman font in size 12.
Articles should not exceed 40 pages; discussion contributions are limited
to 15 pages and book reviews should be between 3 and 15 pages long.
Submitted articles and discussion contributions should each be equipped
with an abstract (100-180 words) and five keywords. The editors re-
serve the right to edit all submissions. Authors are given the opportunity
to assess all stylistic and other changes made during the editing process.

If the
journal issues do not have continous pagination throughout the year,
please add the journal yearly issue number.

Recurring citations of the same work should give the first name initials
of the author(s) and editor(s) and the abbreviated title of the cited work.

Pagination should be introduced as p. for one page and pp. for multi-
ple pages. The numbers of the year’s issues, volumes, multi-volume series
and editions are given in Arabic numerals. If cited documents in editions
are numbered, it is necessary to give the document number (no.) in ad-
dition to pagination. For example:

(sign.), archival box (box), inventory number (inv. no.):
